The United States Embassy is very pleased to announce College Fair 2007. 
 
College Fair 2007, which is targeted at the college-bound students of Trinidad and 
Tobago, will be held on September 29-30, from 9:00 a.m.-12:00 noon and 3:00-6:00  
p.m., in the gymnasium of the International School of Port of Spain (ISPS), in 
Westmoorings; the admission fee will be TT$10. 
  
This event will provide a unique opportunity for visitors to meet with representatives 
from the admissions offices of over fifty (50) U.S. universities and colleges  to discuss 
the diversity of programs offered. Representatives of the Ministry of Science, 
Technology and Tertiary Education; UWI; UTT; COSTAATT; and the Caribbean 
Examinations Council (CXC) will also be there. The Organization of  American States 
(OAS) will promote the interest-free loan offerings of The Rowe Fund, while information 
on U.S. student visas, EducationUSA, and standardized tests such as SAT, GRE and 
GMAT will be provided by the Embassy.  
 
There  will be a workshop for students and other visitors at  2:00 p.m., during  the lunch 
break, on each day of the Fair. “Overview of U.S. Education” and  “Student Visas: 
Questions and Answers” will be offered on Saturday, and “NCAA and Sports 
Scholarships” on  Sunday. 
 
As with past events, College Fair 2006 was a resounding success.  It was attended by 
almost 3,000 students, teachers, parents and other interested persons. Representatives 
of participating institutions were so impressed with the students who visited their 
booths that many are returning to with equal expectations.  
 
Due to limited parking facilities at the ISPS and surrounding areas, and security 
concerns for our visitors, a shuttle service will be provided by three (3) maxi-taxis from 
the Eastern car park of the Jean Pierre Complex of the Hasley Crawford Stadium.  We 
request  that ALL visitors avail themselves of this service.
